CRIME PREVENTION: OP HACKBOLT.

What’s happening: 
Catalytic convertor thefts from Hondas and Toyotas. 

Who is responsible: 
Not known but the latest reports suggest Vauxhall Astra’s have been used in the offences. 

Where is it happening: 
Across the county, latest reports show offenders targeting car parks. In this area, ALDI, SEGRO (AMAZON), EMDC (M&S) and in the villages of CASTLE DONINGTON, KEGWORTH, and SAWLEY MARINA

When is it happening: 
Offences are occurring on Monday’s, Tuesday’s, Friday’s and Saturday’s but the peak day is Tuesday between the hours of 18:00 – 22:00 but the main peak time is 20:00 – 21:00

Please be extra vigilant and report any suspicious activity to the Police.

ARE YOU LISTENING CAMPAIGN:

CRIMINALS ARE USING CHILDREN ALL ACROSS THE UK.

Child Criminal Exploitation (CCE) is a term used to describe when children and young people are manipulated or coerced into committing crimes.

Criminals groom boys and girls to carry out illegal activity on their behalf – such as selling and storing drugs, carrying weapons and committing burglary, robbery or theft.

Currently across Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland we are seeing children and young people between the ages of nine and 17 being used by criminals.

The most common type of crimes they are becoming involved in is activity known as ‘County Lines’.

Children and young people caught up in CCE won’t always act like victims because they don’t often see themselves as victims.

This is because individuals or gangs who target children will often make them feel respected, important and protected.

Some children are also made to feel like they have no choice and will be scared to speak out about what is happening.

It is important we all remember children are often preyed on because they are vulnerable.

We must all work together to help put an end to this abuse. 

Are you listening.

Funded by Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland’s Violence Reduction Network, a new film entitled ‘Are you listening’ aims to raise awareness of the issue of CCE, some of the signs that could indicate a child is in danger and where you can go for help and support. It is important we all play an active role in tackling this issue.

The film focuses on four stories, which although fictional, are typical of the types of criminality children do become involved in.

Children won’t often just tell you if they are in trouble but there are often some obvious signs that could indicate they might need help.

The most obvious sign is a change in a child or young person’s behaviour from what is considered ‘normal’ for them.

If you suspect a child is being exploited try to talk to them. Children are more likely to open up to an adult they have an existing and trusting relationship with.

If you think a child could be involved in this type of activity, you can contact Leicestershire Police on 101 or online. If you suspect a child is in immediate danger always call 999.

314/2021. Preparing for the possible return to face-to-face meetings 


Covid-19 regulations are beginning to lift, and the Government has not renewed the emergency powers that allowed Parish Councils’ to hold virtual meetings. 
RESOLVED: That the Parish Council moves the May meeting to the 3 May 2021 to allow it to have the Annual Parish Council meeting within the required time period and still virtually.  RESOLVED:  That from June, it is hoped, to hold face to face meetings at the Village Hall.  The Parish Council will also look at the possibility of having them in a gazebo should the need rise.

Following the meeting last month where it was agreed to remove the asbestos type sheeting from the shed at the allotments, the following proposal is made for its reinstatement:

a) The tenant rebuilds the shed at his expense once the asbestos has been removed.
b) The tenant is given security of tenure for ten years to make it worth his while (similar to that of NWLDC who asked for it an initial period of 5 years).

To consider the removal of the damaged fence and replacement with new fence or just planting.  The nigh fence is damaged and hanging over in places.  The hedges are quite well established except for a couple of small holes at the lower level.  RESOLVED:  Cllr R Cairns to speak to the local Scrapman and see if he is interested to take down and have the metal, hopefully saving the Parish Council some of the costs for its removal otherwise.  RESOLVED:  That Councillors’ will monitor the need to replace the fence and possibly look to plant some whips in the autumn.  
319/2021. Environmental projects
a) To consider necessary works for village benches that are in need of repair/replacement.  There are 5 wooden benches in need of some major repairs, as they are quite rotten.  The Clerk has spoken to a local resident about the repair of the benches and also obtained a quote for replacement new benches.  RESOLVED:  To accept the quote to repair the benches at a cost of £150 per bench plus £75 for sundries and consumables with the view it will be likely to save 4 out of the five benches.    
b) To consider works to the bushes and shrubs at the junction of Spring Lane/Station Hill to include trimming twice a year.  This work is not currently included in the Grounds Maintenance Contract.  In the past it has been attended by a local resident.  Two quotes requested.  Quote A = £170 per cut, two cuts a year.  Quote B = £208.50 per cut.  RESOLVED:  To accept the quote to trim and tidy the area twice a year @ £170 per visit by the existing Grounds Maintenance Contractor.
