347/2021. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

a) Cllr R Cairns reported he had been speaking to some locals, to try and encourage them to apply for co-option but to date none had come forward.

b) Cllr R Cairns thanked the Clerk for her work during difficult times of the Covid Pandemic.
c) Cllr R Cairns confirmed that he was still progressing with the removal of the old metal posts and netting on Jeffcoat’s Lane playing field.
d) Spring Lane planning application.  Cllr R Cairns had reported that a large amount of soil and other matter had been dumped on the site.  The Clerk had reported this concern to NWLDC and was awaiting a response.  This didn’t appear to be the case.  RESOLVED:  To enquire of NWLDC planning as to why they had not been requested to supply one as yet and also to ascertain when the application would be going to Committee.          

348/2021. COUNCILLORS’ REPORTS, INCLUDING nwldc AND lcc
a) Neighbourhood Plan Group.  Cllr R McDermott confirmed that the Plan was in draft form now and ready to go out to Referendum except for a couple of questions that needed clarifying.  Cllr R McDermott to clarify his concerns and progress with Your Locale to the next stage.  Due to the Covid restrictions it is unclear, how and in what format, the Referendum will take place.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.  
b) Limby Hall Lane barn conversation – Cllr C Mursell raised concerned about the demolition of the old barn as it appeared to be asbestos which was now just dumped in a pile on the site.  RESOLVED:  Cllr C Mursell to contact Environmental Protection regarding the pile that has been left on site, and the possible contamination of the air and surrounding area during demolition.  Copy to be sent to Clerk.  
c) Parish Footpaths – Cllrs C Mursell and A Stafford continue to walk the footpaths, reporting any issues found and putting together a definitive plan of the footpaths.  RESOLVED:  To receive the information.    
349/2021. clerk’s report
a) Update on Village Hall usage.  All original, existing groups and clubs were looking to return subject to Covid restrictions.  RESOLVED:  To receive the report.  

b) Gas supply for the Village Hall.  Three quotes had been obtained for new suppliers, one recommending just a 1% increase and not standing charges.  RESOLVED:  To accept this quote.  

c) Allotments – All allotments on all three sites are currently full and rented out.  
d) Dog/litter bins – A complaint had been received about the issue of dog and general litter around the village, particularly on Limby Hall Lane.  This issue is exacerbated by overgrown verges.  The reason that this is an issue, is a health and safety one, as the road is narrow, single track and people walking it need to move to the side when a car comes along.  This includes people with dogs, prams, and young children.  The grass verge is full of dog faeces and hidden potholes/uneven surfaces.  NWLDC has increased the size of the bin on the Lane, but it is still not being emptied frequently enough.  

RESOLVED:  To request that the LCC considers the mowing regime as this is causing a major issue as it is a popular walking route.  

RESOLVED:  To request that covert CCTV is installed.  

RESOLVED:  To request that NWLDC empties the bin on a more frequent basis.  
e) Over hanging tree at the junction of Spring Lane and Station Hill.  A complaint had been received regarding this.  Cllr R Cairns and C Mursell felt that the tree needed to be preserved if possible.  RESOLVED:  Cllr Cairns to speak to the resident and try and come up with an agreeable compromise.  It was questioned as to who actually owned the area of land.  RESOLVED:  Clerk to ascertain the ownership and responsibility of the area in question.
f) Footpath N28 was discussed at the previous meeting.  It had been suggested that there might be some historical information that need reflection in the Parish Council’s objection to moving the footpath.  The Clerk had found some information, implying that the matter was declined at Appeal back in 2008.  RESOLVED:  That the Parish Council reiterated its objection not to move the path, particularly, as the Appeal turned the previous application down for strong reasons.
